The ambiguity and ambiv-
alence of the Seven Sins make us realize that a single definition 
of  the deadly sins should not be found.
They also tend to cancel each other: If Pride compensates 
Envy because Envy others is to recognize that they are fewer. 
Lust and Greed are also contradictory… There is also the idea 
that a sin leads to other sins. All defects might be related to 
each other. Can we even say that every capital sin implies it’s 
opposite, and, vice and virtue are mysteriously related? That 
together they form the humanity as the colors of the spectrum 
combined form the color white? Indeed, over the centuries, 
men, philosophers and poets gave different meanings to the 
same sin.
Hend Al Falafly, through this most recent body of works 
“Seven Sin” addresses us finally her personal definition of the 
subject by narrating through a series of  situations, expressions 
and highlight her constant questioning:”What could push the 
man /woman fall into sin, which is not without the man who 
over time has been and is still found in human sins?

Later on and always encouraged by him, I 
have several times participated to painting competitions and I 
got proudly always the first place over the years of study at the 
school first and college later

Tell us about your educational Background, as well as your per-
sonal background (Where were you born, grew up, lived etc.)
I was born in Cairo, and grew up in a district known for a 
luxurious one and rich for archeological sites .I was surround-
ed by a great civilization and totally influenced by its esthetics

What was your first exhibition and where?
I was 17 when I began studying art at the Faculty of Fine Arts 
and in year 97, I participated for the first time at the student’s 
exhibition I was very excited to show my work in my first 
group exhibition to finally receive the feedback by the critics 
and the audience.
Well received, it was the starter for many other collective 
shows till I got my first solo exhibition “in Cairo” in 2004, at 
Biskuah Hall.

What is the inspiration behind your Work?
The common and daily life firstly inspired me, leading me to 
focus of the woman condition and its expression through the 
body language.

What are the messages you convey through your art?
My main message is themed around the woman condition in 
my society using the body language, the reflection of the said 
and non-said depicted in a very
realistic expression.

Realism is what worries her, and that she wants to express, 
represent.
